The simple structure
will give the students inspiration to make more of their own tunes come
alive with imagination and creativity. Led by two veteran a cappella
singers and performers, this session promises to be entertaining, inspiring
and intriguing.

Content:
• Exposure to a cappella music-making style aka Mr. Bobby McFerrin,

where the audience is a central part of the programme.
• Showcasing that a cappella is not only about pop music but

essentially it is about making your own music
• Showcasing that simple tunes can be created into an entire song
• Tips on vocal technique
• Opportunity to volunteer on stage and to experience making a

cappella tunes through the use of short musical stanzas that will be
built into full songs.
